3. Conducting relevant tests at EKGTA for applicant s: (Numeracy / Mechanical Ability / IT 
Skills). 

4. Conducting first ‘screening interview’ at EKGTA with each applicant and completing a 
feedback sheet for each company. 

5. Providing the company with short list for interv iew in their premises. 
6. Assisting with in-company interview, if required . 
7. When the applicant has been selected by company assisting with relevant paperwork if 

required. 
8. Sourcing grant funding from Skills Development S cotland to help offset the cost of an 
    apprenticeship training programme.

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In a process similar to EKGTA’s Chairman's Award co mpetition, the Jun-

ior Engineers for Britain K’nex Challenge requires the pupils 

(approximately aged 8 - 11 years old) from primary schools to work in 

pairs and involves them in building a design soluti on to a problem that 

has been set by Young Engineers. The challenge enco urages the pupils 

to develop and demonstrate their problem solving sk ills, their imagina-

tion, creativity and ingenuity as well as early pro ject management skills. 

The pupils start the challenge by drawing their ide as first and then build-

ing their solution, adapting their initial designs as they learn what works 

and what doesn’t. 

 

The Junior Engineer for Britain K'NEX Challenge has  a long and estab-

lished history with thousands of pupils taking part  each year. Following a 

series of regional finals, a National Final will be  held in June 2010 and it 

is expected that over 30 teams will be invited to a ttend.  

 

Having gained experience in this area through EKGTA ’s Chairman’s Award competition, Jim Holmes EKGTA’s  IT Instructor, as-

sisted in this years K’nex Challenge as one of the judges at the regional cluster recently held at Cal derglen high school.  The level 

of design and engineering skills demonstrated by al l of the numerous teams provided the judges with co nsiderable difficulty, but 

with their innovative design of a moon buggy the wi nners were the pair from Blacklaw Primary school. 

 

We look forward to seeing many of these young engin eers passing through EKGTA’s doors in the future, W ell done to all of them!
